Indonesian Earthquake

Indonesia's earthquake toll has reached more than 6,000 with estimates of 20,000 injured and 200,000 homeless. CWS (the aid agency of the National Council of Churches in Australia) has three partner agencies on the ground who have been running mobile clinics and distributing thousands of food, shelter and hygiene packs since the day of the earthquake. The response is being coordinated by ACT International.  With your assistance, CWS and ACT International are hoping to raise a total of $2million for this appeal.

East Timor

In East Timor, an estimated 25,000 people have been displaced as a result of recent unrest. CWS is responding through its partner, Yayasan Sosial Naroman (YASONA) by distributing food supplies to displaced people in the districts of Aileu, Same and Ainaro.  This assistance began during the early stages of the unrest several weeks ago and has intensified in the past week.
