Some hints for preparing a successful nomination

· Think carefully about which is the correct category for your program or project as this will impact the information you put into the nomination which will impact your chances of success.
· Cover the key criteria – do not provide the judges with a generic overview of your program or project.
· If you do not work in the program or project, discuss it with the Program Manager until you have a full understanding before you start to write the nomination and also ask them to provide you with bullet points covering the key criteria.

· Demonstrate the program or project’s link to your Agency’s mission.  Provide evidence/examples to support each claim you make.

· Provide evidence of real outcomes if at all possible.

· Remember – more is not better, it just makes more work for the judges – succinct, clear and accurate is better.

· Brief your referees on what you are applying for.  For example, if you are nominating for the Service Innovation category, testimonials need to provide evidence to the judges that the referee believes your program or project is ‘innovate’.

· An external evaluation, if available, will enhance your nomination because it provides the judges with substantive evidence of the program or project’s value.

· Ensure all documentation is included and complete (refer to the checklist on the Nomination Form).
